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Vista news - For those waiting to adopt Windows Vista, your choices will soon be limited. Consumer directed products such as Dell
Inspiron and Dimension PC’s now only ship with Vista. Hardware in retail stores also now come with Vista (in most cases). Busi-
nesses, or those who buy “business class” products such as Dell Latitude and Optiplex can still order Windows XP for now. If you are
a home user or want Windows XP, you can still find it sold as a Retail product in some places, but we have noticed the price has in-
creased by $100! If you want Windows XP, or have XP Home and want to upgrade to XP Professional, do it quickly while you still
can! Should you upgrade to Vista? The answer is: It depends. Businesses that already have XP deployed and run different applica-

tions might want to wait a while longer until more products have been certified for Vista. If you are creating a new environment, or
have basic needs, Vista is the way to go. Carnes Group is working with our customers to help them implement Vista at the right time.

Office 2007 news - Much like Windows XP, it is becoming difficult to buy Office 2003 and you can only find it in Retail version only
unless you are a large company with certain Microsoft Licensing agreements in place. However, Office 2007 is a product you should
be using! The ribbon interface takes a bit of getting used to, but we find it much better than Office 2003. Documents created in Office
2007 are not backward compatible to Office 2003, but you can download the “Microsoft Office Compatibility Pack for the Word, Excel,

and PowerPoint 2007 File Formats”, a “plug-in” that will let Office 2003 view those documents. Note: Beware spam emails claiming to sell Micro-
soft software of any version for a fraction of the true cost These are either pirated, illegal or illegally sold OEM software products. Carnes Group policy prohibits our consult-
ants from working with illegal or suspected illegal Microsoft software.

Mobile news - If you use Exchange 2003 (stand-alone or in Small Business Server), you can get your email on your Windows Mobile
device with no extra software needed! Whether a Treo, Motorola Q or other PDA, Direct Push technology gives you Full access to
your Exchange email, Calendar, Contacts, Task and more. Other devices such as Blackberry devices can also access email but must
do a scheduled synchronization. If mobile email is important, you need to implement Exchange 2003 or 2007 right away. For those
who access the internet from their PDA’s, Google released a new mobile search engine http://www.google.com/m?uipref=3 designed
to make it easier to find web info from your handheld. It can be customized for pre-selected weather, news, stocks, and movies info,
tailored to your needs. Yahoo also introduced a revamped mobile search engine called OneSearch earlier this year.

4) Disable file and printer sharing. It's best to disable these
because when enabled it leaves your PC vulnerable to others.

It's more difficult for hackers ac-
cess a private folder or file.

6) Turn off wireless when you are not using it. When you are
using your mobile PC in a public place, but not connected to a
wireless network, you should turn off your wireless device. In
addition to protecting your computer from hackers, turning off your
wireless connection when you don’t need it helps save battery
power. Many computers have a switch or Function key to do this.
